2009-2010 Parent Network Fundraisers and Events
Mr. Z’s Fall Fundraiser:  This is held in September with delivery of product in October.  Items and food products are sold with a percentage profit kept for our school.  As an incentive $30 book fair certificates were awarded to the top 5 selling families and a pizza/movie party was held for those who participated.  One update to this year was that we had a Saturday morning delivery/pickup that worked very well.  Next year all monies will be submitted with orders per new policy.   

Fall Scholastic Book Fair: This is held during parent/teacher conferences and the Fall Festival in order to get more sales.  The profit is banked with Scholastic as vouchers and teachers are asked to split the amount and order items for their classrooms.

Holiday Concert Bake Sale:  Families are asked to donate baked goods to sell at the concert.  This year a free will donation was used instead of pricing each item.  

Read-a-thon/5th Grade Hotdog & Roast beef Sale:  Families are asked to get pledges for the their student/s reading minutes for the month of February.  Parent Network volunteers acquired several donated items for weekly prizes and to be raffled off the night of the event.  

The book fair was set up on the stage and run during parent teacher conferences and the raffle.  This worked well so that it didn’t disrupt classes in the music room where it was previously held.  This was a buy one get one free sale. Profit will be credited as vouchers with Scholastic. 

The 5th grade sells dinner plates as separate fundraiser for their year-end fieldtrip.  

Brat Fry:  The Brat Fry was held at Ace Hardware parking lot in Schofield, May 14-16th.  As many donated items as possible are collected.  Parents and teachers run the stand.  

Milk Caps/Campbell’s labels/Box Tops/Ink cartridges:  Parents are asked to collect and send in these items to school.  Parent Network counts and send them in for cash redemption.  

Target/Roundy’s/Kwik Trip:  Information is sent to families at the beginning of the school year about signing up our school on their store cards.  We receive a percentage of every purchase as a charitable donation from the stores.

Spring Steak & Chop Sale:  This teacher-coordinated event allows families to sell select meat products for profit from a local distributor.  Funds were used for local building budget needs.

Grandparents Day:  Parent Network provides coffee and corsages as well as assists in greeting and food service during this event.  Grandparents come to visit their students classroom and enjoy lunch with them.

Fall Festival:  This is an evening event with games, food, karaoke and a haunted trail for the families to enjoy.  Students are encouraged to come in costume and have their picture taken in front of a straw bale/corn stalk made display.

Holiday Bazaar:  This Saturday morning event provides an opportunity for students to do their holiday shopping from local vendors/crafters, visit Santa and enjoy breakfast items.  Parent Network provides free gift-wrapping of their purchases.  It is held on the first Saturday of December.

Carnival:  Parent Network organizes fun activities for the students on the last day of school from 9-11am.

Sports Awards:  Parent Network orders medals for students who participated in sporting events during the year.

Popcorn Day:  Once per month, a Parent Network volunteer pops popcorn for the students for them to take home.
