Supplies

Your $11.00 course fee will cover all materials including a research notebook, & paintbook (watercolor pad).

Research Notebook

All students are required to keep a notebook that should be brought to class daily.  You will be expected to complete the following for each project: 

1. idea development (thumbnail sketches & plans, collecting resource images) 

2. written entries (one before entry, one during entry, and the after self-evaluation; document and explain your ideas, process, progress, and final product).

· Notebooks should also be used to record class demonstrations, presentations, and critiques.

· Glue or tape all handouts & assessment forms into your notebook.  

· What you’re doing is important, so write it down and sketch it out!

· Notebooks will be collected with each project on critique dates.  

Paintbook Practice Work

With each project there will be practice work to complete in your paintbook.  

You will use them to practice and develop your skills for in-class projects.
If you don’t practice your progress and overall work will suffer.  The more you paint the better you get!

This is not homework.  Most practice work will be completed during class time, but you can chose to take it home.  

Paint book practice assignments and due dates will be posted in class.  
Make good use of your notebook & paint book.  If you are planning on taking Painting 2, 3, or Studio Art, you will find them to be a valuable resource. 

Projects

There are 5 major projects to complete for the course (see project list).  At the end of each project I will evaluate your work with a perfomance assessment.  You will receive an assessment form during the introduction of each project.  We will also evaluate projects through class critiques.  Students will be expected to share their process and final product.  Everyone will have a place to store all in-progress and finished work.  As the semester progresses your work is used to assess progress and verify completion.  We’ll select & save your best works for C.A.F.E. in May!
Exam
You will clean for part of it.  

You will also take a test based on vocabulary terms & concepts, material identification, styles of painting, videos, and the methods and techniques of painting.  

Research notebooks may be used during the exam.

Reminder

Painting is a skill; the more you paint the better you get.  The Latin root/ meaning for art is skill.  Painting involves many new materials and techniques.  Take the risk to explore its properties and the new opportunities they present.  Document your work process!  Sometimes what you write or learn about is more important than the piece of work you complete.  Final product doesn’t necessarily reflect learning.
