	Composition

(Use of page, layout, point of view, size variation, overlap, balance, negative space, etc.)


	- No balance established. 

Minimal or no painted elements.  

Project unfinished.  

- No focal point.

-No layout, point of view established.

-Poor choice of painting size.  Too small, too large, etc.

- Much of page is blank.

- No depth.
	- Basic balance established.  

Few painted elements, unstable.

- Poor placement of focal point (center, corners) or multiple focal points create confusion.

- Paper has some unused spaces, too much negative space.  Needs more to finish.  

- Basic depth.  

-Typical point of view

Size (scale) of objects all the same.  

Little or no overlap.


	- Good balance established.  Painted elements begin to establish a flow or continuity through most of page.    

-Good placement and use of focal point (off center), but isolated from entire layout.

-Much of paper filled, good balance of negative space.  Good choice of painting size.

-Good depth.

Some size (scale) variation.

Some use of overlap (creating foreground & background)
	-Excellent balance established. 

Painted elements extend to edges of page and lead viewer’s eye throughout entire page.  Used composition format (S, L, U, etc).

-Excellent placement of focal point, unifies entire layout.

-Unusual point of view (worm’s eye, bird’s eye, zoomed in, etc).

-Filled entire page.  Excellent use of negative space, enhances painting.   Excellent choice of painting size.

-Excellent depth.

A lot of size (scale) variation.

Multiple overlapping objects (creating foreground, middle-ground, and background).

	-Poor use of media.  Did not try techniques demonstrated in class.  

-Painting shows no understanding of media or techniques.

-Minimal or no exploration of media unique qualities.

- Poor craftsmanship.
	-Basic use of media.  Used a few techniques demonstrated in class, but needs more work.

-Painting shows basic understanding of media or techniques.

-Little exploration of media unique qualities.

- Fair craftsmanship.
	-Good use of media.  Used most of techniques demonstrated in class successfully. 

-Painting shows good understanding of media and techniques.

-Good exploration of media unique qualities.

-Good craftsmanship.
	-Excellent use of media.  Used all of techniques demonstrated in class with advanced skill.

-Painting shows advanced understanding of media or techniques.

- Excellent exploration of media unique qualities (extensive experimentation with what material can do)

-Excellent craftsmanship.  Ready for display.

	Elements / Principles

Elements: line, shape/form, value/contrast, color, texture/surface

Principles: repetition, emphasis, unity
	-Minimal or no use of tints and shades
(value scale).  

Painting is flat.

-Shapes are inaccurate with subject.  Require more observation of the subject and restatement or shapes.  

-Poor use of color.  Did not layer or mix multiple colors, flat.  Displays no experimentation with complimentary color and theory.

-No texture (surface) illustrated.   No variety in brushwork/stroke.
	-Basic use of tints and shades (value scale).  Too much of the same value (lacks contrast). Brushwork does not follow the contour of object. Little dimension.

-Some shapes are accurate with subject.  Some proportion adjustments/restatements needed.

-Basic use of color.  Layers are thin, used few colors, little depth OR colors are over-mixed and have lost all intensity.  Displays little experimentation with complimentary color and theory.

-Basic use of texture.  Provides viewer with little visual information to illustrate texture (surface) variation.  Little variety in brushwork/stroke.
	-Good use of most of the value scale.  Good balance of tints (color + white), middle values, and shades (color + black or complimentary color).  Brushwork follows contour of object, but could increase contrast to achieve maximum dimension.

-Most shapes are accurate with subject.  Few proportion adjustments/restatements needed.

- Good use of color, mixing and layering achieves some depth.

Displays some experimentation with complimentary color and theory.

-Good use of texture.  More development/experimentation needed to illustrate convincing texture (surface) variation.  Some variety in brushwork/stroke.
	-Excellent use of entire value scale and contrast.  Shows highlights (bright tints), half-tones (middle values), shadows and cast shadows (darkest values).  Brushwork follows contour of object and achieves maximum dimension.

-All shapes (exterior and interior) are accurate with subject.  Excellent proportions.

-Excellent use of color, used multiple colors and layering to achieve extreme depth; excellent experimentation with complimentary color and theory.  Color unifies piece.

-Excellent use of texture.  Illustrates advanced and convincing surfaces (water, grass, leaves, glass, metal, wood, fur, etc.) though use of brushstroke, value, and color.  A lot of variety in brushwork/stroke.
