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Project #2 Watercolor Series: 
Complete 3 separate paintings that work as a series when displayed together. 
Series= to join, link together;
a succession of images with related subjects, compositions, color, technique, balance, narrative (tell a story), depict a sequence, etc.
Required paintings: 

1. Use a masking agent - tape, crayon, frisket.
2. Use ink drawing w/ gradated washes (either wet on dry or wet on wet)
3. Complete a blind contour and then do a dislocated layer over the top.

In any of the 3 paintings; consider using or experimenting with:  

· watercolor pencils

· sponges

· salt

· dripping/blowing paint

· glazing color
Tips: 

· Zoom in.  Don't attempt to draw the entire skeleton.  Pick interesting spots/view points.
· Use all your values: whites, lights, mediums, and darks.  Pay close attention to the light source.
· Experiment with color and techniques, but don't overdo it (using too many techniques and colors makes paintings too busy/chaotic).  You don't have to use everything; pick a few.
· Practice techniques on scraps.  

· Consider using a color scheme to create a sense of unity. (monochromatic, analogous)
· Don't outline with pen.  It's not a coloring book.  Let your line weight vary from thick to thin.  Leave some edges undefined for viewer to complete.  Some areas can be defined with color/paint instead of defining them with ink.  Mix it up! 
· Let paper dry between washes.  Don't overwork it.
· Consider using colors other than black for shadowed areas - complimentary colors, deep colors, or colors mixed with black.
· Keep background as background.  Don't make it too interesting, loud, noisy that it dominates painting and distracts viewer from subject/focal.
