Research:

Choose a style and an artist who works primarily in that style.  Gather images created by this artist online or in books from the library.  Tape 6 images into your notebook and write a couple of sentences describing the works.  Be sure to list the artist’s name, title, and medium.  You may choose to explore more than one style or artist.

Possible Subject Matter:


Choose one or more items from the following categories to explore.  

still life object

item from nature

edible item

a machine part

Complete 4-6 paintings of this item in different styles.  Painting size (minimum 6” X 6”).  Finished paintings may relate closely to one another or be completely unrelated.  Bring the items to class so you can work from life.  We will also photograph everyone’s object or objects to include with the final paintings.

I will provide fruit and vegetables to students that prefer not to bring in their own items.  You are also welcome to use anything from the East Art Dept. still life collection.

Sketches:

Complete sketches of possible ideas in your notebook.  You must also consider the space in which the object occupies (composition, color, lighting, point of view, foreground, middle ground, and background.).  This may involve close observation, experimentation, and in-depth drawing from the actual object.

Process (verbally): Analysis of object.

1. Describe the object using 10 adjectives (incl. color, shape, linear quality, edges, proportions, size, texture).

2. Explain what functions you associate with it.  What is it used for?  What do you associate with it?

Process (physically): Think of styles & recreate the object.

1. Change the proportions dramatically.

2. Divide or cut the shape up and rearrange it.

3. Repeat elements of the shape and recombine them.

4. Make the complete opposite.

5. Make a shape that reflects the interior of the object.

6. Work from a different perspective.

7. Simplify your object.  Strip it to its most bare state/form.

Procedure:

1. Collect images and notes from research. _______________ 

2. Find/Purchase item or items. _______________

3. Choose medium and scale.  Prep canvas.  Undertone, sketch or start painting.

4. Document your process in your journal. What was accomplished each class period,

technical and aesthetic problems/how they were solved, how your idea is changing and developing.  

Become aware of your own creative process.

Art is not all inspiration; it involves hard work and traveling a circuitous route.  

Art making is a discipline not an intuitive fluke.

Possible Solutions: 
· Consider verbal & physical process listed above.

· Experiment with time of day, light, color, or brushwork.

· Start with a realistic subject and slowly transform it.  Could use computers- Adobe Photoshop.

· 4-6 small paintings put together make one large image.

· Illustrate a story.

Objective:
