Written Entry Prompt Lists

Metacognition = Think about your thinking;
knowing how to learn;

awareness of the process of learning.

Metacognition consists of three basic elements: 

Before - Developing a plan of action 

During - Maintaining/monitoring the plan 

After - Evaluating the plan
#1. Before…when you are developing the plan: 
(complete 1st/bolded prompt and then respond to one more prompt from list below)
 Make preliminary sketches, plans, or thumbnail drawings of ideas.  

If working from a photo or image - print & glue in research notebook.

Describe the assignment/problem.  List the objectives and criteria.  What are you supposed to do? 
Exhaust all options/Brainstorm - list all possible solutions or ideas.
What in my prior knowledge will help me with this particular task? 
In what direction do I want my thinking to take me? 

What should I do first? 

Tell someone about your idea.  Ask for feedback.  Write about it. 

Consider size or composition.   What would be best for your idea?

Research.  Look at the work of other artists, learn more about a style of art you know nothing about, collect images from magazines and the internet that you respond to, take reference photos. 
#2. During…when you are maintaining/monitoring the plan: 
(respond to one or more prompts from the following list)
Tell what you’re doing.  

Describe and document work process.
How are you doing?
How should you proceed?

Should you move in a different direction/change course?

How has your idea changed?

#3. After…when you are evaluating the plan:  

(complete all from the following list)
