Sculpture 1 students will learn and apply the following basic sculpting techniques: additive, subtractive, casting, carving, and construction.  Subject matter or course of study will focus on the human form and natural environment, as well as cultural and historical contexts.  Students will explore sculpting mediums such as clay, wood, glass, wire, glass, and found objects.  Students will keep a research notebook for development of ideas and recording class discussion, demonstrations, and concepts. 

Grading

Grades will be based on a combination of: 

Class Projects, Effort, and Attendance (60%) + Research Notebook, Practice Work (30%) + Final Exam (10%)

Supplies

Your $11.00 course fee will cover all materials including a research notebook.
Research Notebook

All students are required to keep a notebook that should be brought to class daily.  You will be expected to complete preliminary sketches and 3 written entries for each project.  One before entry, one during entry, and one after entry; documenting and explaining your ideas, process, progress, and final product.  What you’re doing is important, so write it down and sketch it out! 

Notebooks should also be used to record class instruction, discussions, demonstrations, and presentations.  Glue or tape all handouts & assessment forms into your notebook.  

Notebooks will be collected with each project on critique dates.  

Make good use of your notebook.  If you are planning on taking Sculpture 2, 3, or Studio Art, you will find it to be a valuable resource. 
Projects

There are 4 major projects to complete for the course (see project list).  At the end of each project I will evaluate your work using a performance assessment.  You will receive an assessment form during the introduction of each project.  Having fewer graded projects allows students to conduct practice work to improve the quality of finished works.  Everyone will have a place to store all in-progress and finished work.  As the semester progresses your work is used to assess progress and verify completion.  We’ll select & save your best works for C.A.F.E. in May!
Exam
We’ll clean for part of it.  There will also be a test based on the History of Sculpture CD-Rom presentations, vocabulary terms, tool identification, videos, and the methods and techniques of sculpture.  Research notebooks may be used during the exam. 

Reminder

Sculpture is a skill; the more you sculpt the better you get.  The Latin root/ meaning for art is skill.  Sculpture involves a third dimension and many new materials, tools, and techniques.  Take the risk to explore its properties and the new opportunities they present.  This course may require you to spend work time outside of class.  Document your work process!  Sometimes what you write or learn about is more important than the piece of work you complete.  Final product doesn’t necessarily reflect learning.
