Course will focus on the following:

Sculpting techniques/methods: additive, subtractive, casting, carving, and construction.  

Mediums: clay, plaster, wood, wire, glass, and found objects.  

Tools: hand & power tools.

Subject Matter: human and animal forms, natural environment, cultural and historical contexts.

Sculpture 2 will continue to explore the above list in depth, while being introduced to new materials and techniques.  Emphasis will focus on the role of sculpture and sculptors in contemporary society, application of techniques, and a completed body of work.  Students will develop their course of study with the instructor individually.  

Grading

Grades will be based on a combination of:

Class Projects, Effort, and Attendance (60%) + Research Notebook, Practice Work (30%) + Final Exam (10%)

Supplies

Your $11.00 course fee will cover all materials including a research notebook.
Research Notebook

All students are required to keep a notebook that should be brought to class daily.  You will be expected to complete the following for each project: 

1. artist research (print 6 images from one or more artists, document info about artist/artists, style, copyright info., explain your selections).

2. idea development (sketches, plans, diagrams & collecting resource images).

3. ART21 video response (print your favorite work by featured artist & respond to the video).
4. written entries for each project (one before entry, one during entry, and the after self-evaluation; document and explain your ideas, process, progress, and final product).

· Notebooks should also be used to record class demonstrations, presentations, and critiques.

· Glue or tape all handouts & assessment forms into your notebook.  

· What you’re doing is important, so write it down and sketch it out!  METACOGNITION = Think about your thinking.

· Art doesn’t just happen; let people know about the work involved.  This is your responsibility as an advocate of art.

· Notebooks will be collected with each project on critique dates.  

Projects

There are 4 major projects to complete for the course (see project list).  At the end of each project I will evaluate your work using a performance assessment.  You will receive an assessment form during the introduction of each project.  Having fewer graded projects allows students to conduct practice work to improve the quality of finished works.  Everyone will have a place to store all in-progress and finished work.  As the semester progresses your work is used to assess progress and verify completion.  We’ll select & save your best works for C.A.F.E. in May!

Exam

Sculpture Installation Research Project or Wausau East Sculpture Garden Design. 

Reminder

This course requires you to work independently, be responsible for meeting critique deadlines, and may require you to spend work time outside of class.  Pitch in and help Sculpture 1 students when you think you can be of assistance.  Remember, it takes a lifetime to learn everything about sculpture.  Be patient, research, experiment, and work hard.  Document your work process in your research notebook!

Functional Objects.

3D Historical Reproduction.  Take a famous painting, drawing, or print; and turn a section of it into a 3-dimensional piece of artwork.  Choose a medium that would be most appropriate or fit the piece.      VIEW VIDEO from CBS Sunday Morning (Art for the Blind)

Junkyard combination.  Visit a local junkyard, auto salvage, or recycling center.  Purchase or gather some items that can be combined to create a work of sculpture.  Solve construction or assembly problems.  

3D design Problem or Hybrid. 
Purchase two items from a local thrift store.

Disassemble them and recombine them to create an interesting piece of sculpture.  Choosing items that are unrelated might be a good idea, but is not necessary.  I.e.) a globe and a toy gun.
