-spell checked.  Do your best with grammar, sentence structure, punctuation (ask for help – you don’t          want your audience to think that you don’t care due to careless mistakes.

-may include: a description of what your work is about, what type of work do you do?, what medium you prefer to work with?, what is your typical choice of subject matter?, your thoughts on art, who are your influences or inspirations- artist’s, styles, walks in the woods, etc.?, how do you generate ideas?
